Story that she became a drunkard, and would do anything to obtain drink: selling coal (family would hide it around the
cellar) or pawning clothes (family would wear all their clothes as far as possible). Reputedly as a result of social
pressures having married "below her status" (see above). Rather bizarre if true.

There survives a lease of
the 0ld Hall farm dated 10 January 1860, made between the landlord, F H FAWKES of Farnley on the one part, and the unusual
combination of widow Ann JENNINGS and David POPPLEWELL as joint tenants, on the other part. The family continuity at the Old
Hall was maintained during the second half of the century by this David POPPLEWELL, on who death in 1887 the tenancy was
taken over by his son Christopher Jennings POPPLEWELL, now aged about thirty-six. Christopher (known locally as Jennings
POPPLEWELL) married Martha Alice MARSHALL of Mount Stead, Burley, the daughter and heiress of William MARSHALL who had owned
Hill Top Farm, Menston.”

Woodford Church, Essex:

On the south wall of the south aisle (moved from the east wall of the south aisle in 1889) is a marble tablet to the
POPPLEWELL family. It is topped by marble drapery with a shield showing arms between the marble curtains. Arms sable, a
chevron azure with shield ermine and a griffon rampant or between 3 stagsheads or.

(Suggestion is that stags head may equate to Hartshead, the seat of the family?)

Inscription:

“To the memory of John POPPLEWELL Esq., many years an inhabitant of this parish and a magistrate of the county of Essex, who
departed this life on 2" day of April 1829 ‘in the 73" year of his age. Also of Miss Ann POPPLEWELL, sister of the above John
POPPLEWELL, who died on the 29" of May 1840 the 86 year of her age. Also of Miss Rebecca POPPLEWELL, another sister of
the above John POPPLEWELL who departed this life on the 28" December 1837 in the 79" year of her age. While they were
respected and beloved and their liberal donation for the benefit of the poor of the parish as well as their other charitable
endowments will be lasting memorials of the pious regard and solicitude for the welfare of the poor in general” [Historical
Note: A POPPLEWELL charity was also known to exist in Yorkshire].

The POPPLEWELLs are buried in a large vault in the churchyard at the angle formed where the north wall of the tower meets the
west wall of the north aisle. Barrows Harris STANYFORD Esq., d. 30.1.1795 (71) is also in the same vault (reason unknown -
assumed to be some distant relative).

Another John POPPLEWELL is buried at Woodford 17.4.1731, but unknown.

The POPPLEWELLs lived in an C18th house opposite the east end of the church. John had a long connection with the parish. A
surgeon by profession. When his partner Robert YOUN|G died in 1778 he agreed to look after the poor of the parish for 7
guineas per annum, although this was soon raised to 12 guineas. By the time of his death he was receiving £52 - 10s for the
job. Besides being a JP he was also a trustee of the stock held by the parish. He took an active interest in the rebuilding
of the church 1816-17 and in 1820 made a will leaving £500 in 3% Reduced Annuities, the interest of which to be distributed
in sea coal to the poor during December each year, in the proportion of 3 sacks each. Ann & Rebecca left £300 the same way
for the same purpose for coal to be distributed at the same time.
